Programmable Interface Unit (PIU, J-6594/A) & Stores Management Subassembly Test Set (AN/AWM-103)

The projected work schedule will be Monday through Friday, and is an ongoing project.  Those working this project during the series of 5-day periods, may be selected for longer Annual Training (AT) periods in the October 2003 to September 2004 production periods for the AN/AWM-103 Test Set.  

The Reserve Teams will be assembling PIU, J-6594/A & AN/AWM-103 by inserting circuit cards into the subassemblies using proper Electrostatic Discharge (ESD) techniques.  Micro-Miniature (2M) repair technician ability is not required but is a plus.

Project description:

1.  Review proper ESD techniques.

2.  Ensure circuit card sockets are clean in subassembly casing.

3.  Verify proper matching of circuit card to circuit card socket.

4.  Take proper ESD precautions and remove circuit card from ESD protective wrapping.

5.  Insert circuit card to correct circuit card socket.

6.  Repeat steps 2 through 5 until all circuit cards are installed.

7.  Install cover plate.

8.  Take completed assembly to testing area.

Desired start date/duration:  Ongoing

Minimum skills necessary to complete job:

1.  Mechanical dexterity to properly engage electronic circuit boards into expansion slots inside subassemblies (see "COAST slick sheet....pdf" & "PIU slick sheet....pdf" for specifications and photos of completed assemblies), such as that needed to install new video card in a personal computer.

2.  Ability to understand and apply ESD techniques.

3.  No security clearance required.

Materials needed:   Crane PM10 will provide circuit cards, ESD wrist straps, subassemblies, and OJT for task.  Crane supervisors will give hands-on training for each task involved.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

The Crane PM10 office is co-located with Science Applications International Corporation (SAIC) in Indianapolis, Indiana.  The office is conveniently located one half mile off Interstate 465 on Indianapolis’ northeast side and is just 10 minutes from downtown Indy.  

Crane Division, Naval Surface Warfare Center (NSWC Crane), is located on a national wildlife reserve near Bloomington, IN (home of Indiana University).
