Crane Division, Naval Surface Warfare Center (NSWC Crane), is located on a national wildlife reserve near Bloomington, IN (home of Indiana University).  The base has a 5-star Zumwalt Award winning Combined Bachelors Quarter (CBQ), which overlooks a lake and boasts of two excellent dining facilities - the Crane Café and the Club Lakeview Conference and Training Center.
