Avenger Firing Platform, A2 HMMWV conversion, Hitchhiker- DASC and TACC Communication Shelter work and Stinger Ground Support (GSE) gas bottle recertification. The projected work schedule will require up to four reservists from April to Aug 2003. This work will be performed during the normal Monday through Friday work shift.  However, we have some priority communications shelter work that may require processed outside of normal working hours.  

The reservists will assist an Electronic/Engineering technician.  The reservist will assist in filling out required paperwork, collecting data, fabricating and running run cables, minor electronic troubleshooting.      

Project description: 

1. Receipt and inspection of incoming A2 HMMWVs and shelter parts (ISO 9000) 

2. Fabricating cables and assisting with movement of equipment to from work site. 

3. Striping wires, tinning wires and soldering non- explosive components.

4. Assisting government employees with electrical tests.

5. Assisting with repair of some faulted units.

6. Packaging, stenciling, and filling out proper paperwork for shipment of items.

7.   Operating high vacuum leak detector.

Minimum skills necessary to complete job: 

1. Computer experience for paperless traveler system. Paperless traveler is a computer program that resembles a flow chart with signoff points for completed steps.

2. Team player. Skill required to fill in as a critical part of the assemble line type position.

3. The reservist will not be assembling explosive items.  

4. Able to fabricate cables IAW J-Std- 001 or equivalent certification.

5. No security clearance required 

6.   Able to lift items weighing up to 30 lbs.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

Crane Division, Naval Surface Warfare Center (NSWC Crane), is located on a national wildlife reserve near Bloomington, IN (home of Indiana University).
